Stitches
dc double crochet - insert hook into stitch, yo, draw through loop (2 loops on hook), yo, draw through both
loops on hook.
tr treble - yo, insert hook into stitch, yo, draw through loop (3 loops on hook), yo, draw through first two

loops, yo, draw through both loops

BACK

With 3.5mm hook ch 44[50:56].
Foundation row: (rs) 1dc into
2"ch from hook to end, turn.

Row 1: 1ch, (counts as 1dc), dc
into each stitch to end, turn.
(43[49:55]sts)

Change to 4.5mm hook.

Row 2: 3ch, (counts as 1tr),
ignoring st at base of ch, 1tr into
next 5 stitches (1ch, skip 1 stitch
1tr into next 5 stitches) 5[6:7]
times, 1 ch skip one stitch 1tr
into next 6 stitches.

Row 3: 3ch, (counts as 1tr), 1tr
into the next 2 sts, (1ch, skip 1 st,
1tr into next 5 sts) 6[7:8] times,

1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr into next 3 sts.
Turn

Repeat last 2 rows 15[16:17]
times then 1% row once. (37 rows
in total).

Left Front:
With 3.5mm hook make
23[26:29]ch.




Foundation row: (rs) 1dc into
2"ch from hook dc to end, turn.
(22[25:28]sts

Row 1: 1ch, 1dc, into each st to
end, turn.
Change to 4.5mm hook.

Row 2: (3ch, counts as 1tr), 1tr
into the next 5[2:5]sts), (1ch, skip
1%, 1tr into next 5sts), 2[3:3]
times, 1ch, skip 1, 1tr into last
3[6:3] stitches.

Row 3: (3ch, counts as 1tr), 1tr
into next 5sts, (1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr
into next 5 stitches) 2[2:3] times,
1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr into next 3 sts.

Repeat last 2 rows 12[13:14]
times then 1% row once.
(27[29:31] rows in total).
Pattern to last 6 sts, turn.

Decrease 1° at neck edge on next
5 rows.
Fasten off.

Right Front:

With 3.5mm hook make
23[26:29]ch.

Foundation row: (rs) 1dc into
2"ch from hook dc to end, turn.

Row 1: 1ch, 1dc, into each st to
end, turn.
Change to 4.5mm hook.

Row 2: (3ch, counts as 1tr), 1tr
into the next 2[5:2] sts), (1ch,skip
1 st, 1tr into next 5 sts) 2[3:3]
times, 1 ch, skip 1st, 1tr into the
next 6[3:6] sts.

Row 3: (3ch, counts as 1tr), 1tr
into next 2[5:2]sts, (1ch, skip 1 st,
1tr into next 5sts) 2[3:3] times,
1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr into last
6[3:6]sts

Repeat last 2 rows 12[13:14]
times then 1% row once.
(27[29:31] rows in total).

Pattern to last 6 sts, turn.

Slip next 6sts, pattern as set to
end.

Continue patt as set on next 5
rows, decreasing 1°* at neck edge
on every row.

Fasten off.

SLEEVES (both the same)

With 3.5mm hook make 35ch.
Foundation row: (rs) 1dc into
2"ch from hook dc to end, turn.

Row 1: 1ch, 1dc, into each st to
end, turn.
Change to 4.5mm hook.

Row 2: (Increase Row) 3ch, 1tr
into st at base of ch, 1tr into next
4tr, (1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr into next 5
sts) 4 times, 1ch, skip 1 st, 1 tr
into next 3 sts, 2tr into last st.
Row 3: 3ch, 1tr, into next st (1ch,
skip 1 st, 1tr into next 5 sts) 5
times, 1ch, skip 1 st, 1tr into next
2 sts, 1tr into 3™ of 3 ch.

Continue patt as set wk straight
until 19[21:23] rows have been
worked.

Fasten off.
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CYGNET
Cygnet Yarns Limited

Making up

Join shoulder Seams.

With RS facing and 3.5mm hook
dc evenly up right front including
neck shaping, back neck and left
front including neck shaping.
Next Row: 1ch, 1dc into each st,
(2dcin corners).

Buttonhole Row:

1ch, 2[5:5]dc, (2ch skip 2dc, 1dc
into next 7dc), 5 times, dc in each
st to end (2dc into corners).

Next Row: 1ch, 1dc into each st,
2dc into 2chsp over buttonholes,
dc to end (2dc into corner).
Fasten off.
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
